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Danielle Wyatt Flies Out For The T20 

World Cup In The Caribbean 

Danielle Wyatt from Newcastle Under Lyme has won the big-

gest call up of her life by being named in the England squad for 

the T20 World cup starting next week in the Caribbean. 

Danielle who has come through the youth system within Staf-

fordshire was given the call a month ago by England head coach 

Mark Lane and was understandably thrilled ñThis is so exciting 

to be called up for a world cup, I have worked hard but I wasnôt 

sure if I would get pickedò. Wyatt continued ñTo think that 

three members of last years squad got left out shows how tough 

the competition isò. 

Danielle started out playing cricket at Whitmore within their youth teams and then progressed to 

play for Staffordshire girls teams and then on to play womens cricket for Meir Heath in the Northern 

Premier League.  

Danielle was identified as a huge talent and Staffordshire head coach Alan Hill recommended Dan-

ielle and fellow Staffordshire player Georgia Elwiss to Derbyshire for their Academy programme. 

From a trial, Derbyshire took the girls on and Danielle travelled to Derby twice a week for winter 

training and speciality coaching.  

Danielle also had specialist sessions with Alan Hill within Staffordshire and it is the coach who is 

probably the most proud having been a big part of her development. From here Danielle developed 

her game immensely and was selected for the England academy programme and identified as a po-

tential England player for the future.   

Danielle then progressed her game and at the end of last summer was told she had gained a 

place on the MCC Young Cricketers programme which means a commitment of living in 

London for two years but with plenty of opportunity to play more games and train virtually 

every day. 

Coach Alan Duncan is impressed by what he has seen so far and says ñDanielle is a good 

player but there are some improvements to make and she needs to keep developing.ò 

Danielle also worked hard with one to one sessions with Andy Grice throughout the winter 

and from there further developed her game especially seeing batting improvements. 

The biggest call up and chance to impress was early this year when Danielle was given the 

call to tour India with the full England squad. Danielle took her chance with both hands 

initially securing a 12th man spot during the first four one day internationals but then mak-

ing her debut (and what a debut !!) in Mumbai. Danielle batted number seven and was sent 

out to bat with England in trouble and in danger of losing. Wyatt though stayed calm and 

after running her first ball down to third man proceeded to hit the winning runs and see Eng-

land home off the penultimate ball. 

Danielle then proceeded to play in all three England T20 matches in India and gained some 

much needed T20 international experience. With England winning the series without three quality players left at home, coach Mark 

Lane was understandably delighted and said of Wyatt, ñDanielle is coming along nicely, we are working hard at improving her game 

and she is working alongside our strength and conditioning team to further improve her overall fitness. We see a bright future for Dan-

ielle in English cricket and  if she works hard at her game she can have a long international career ahead of her.ò 

So what are the next steps for the Talented youngster who turned 19 this month ? 

ñI come back from the West Indies in late May hopefully having secured a winners medal !, I then play for Gunnersby from Middlesex 

in the Womens league this year and will be coming back to play for Staffordshire in the county championship. If all goes well I have a 

series against New Zealand and my MCC commitments to look forward to.ò óKnot Outô will certainly be following her progress.

A new development nationally is the introduction by the ECB at U13 level of ôCricket Talent Testsô 

What is the Cricket Talent Test ? 

 Series of 9 tests conducted over 1.5 or 2 days to assess players' batting, bowling and fielding skills, anticipation and decision making, 

mental toughness, and fitness  

What is the purpose of the CTT ? 

The CTT will provide objective player data on a range of performance related variables to support 'performance' data and scouting reports 

when selecting players for County Academies, the Elite Player development Programme (EPDP), ECB Scholarships and specialist skil l 

development programmes. Talent Tests will provide base line measures for talent tracking as players progress through the ECB talent 

Pathway. 

Who will the participants be ? 

Up to 80 boys from the 2009/10 U13 age group who were born between 01/09/96 and 31/08/97 (inclusive). 

How is the CTT related to the ECB Talent Recruitment Strategy ? 

The ECB is developing a talent detection and selection process designed to confirm that the players they select into development pro-

grammes have the potential to become world's best players (ie average at least 54 (Test) / 45 (ODI) with the bat or 26 (both Test and ODI) 

with the ball). 

At this stage of the ECB Talent Pathway the ECB aim is to: 

Select players who are confirmed as having the potential to be the best 19 year olds in FCC (ie average 38 with the bat or 27 with the 

ball). 

How do players get invited to the CTT ?  
County U13 age group Head Coaches will be asked to nominate all players they consider to have strong potential to be the world's best 

within the next 15 years.  

So, this years squad have a challenging benchmark against which to measure their achievements, both as a team and individually and an 

opportunity, through performances, to progress to the highest possible level within the sport. 

Non of these rewards and recognition will come easily. Only through hard work and dedication can players seek to maximise their ability 

in order to achieve their personal goals and true potential. 

'If you always do what you always did, you'll always get what you always got' !  
The selection of the squad in December'09 followed from two outdoor performance trials, two open trials and two invitation trials. A thor-

ough process which enabled County coach Graham Warner to select a final squad of 15 which were then invited to attend nine winter 

development sessions followed by an outdoor session at Milford Hall CC during Easter week. 

The Squad includes four players new to County Representative cricket. Daniel Betty 

(Walsall), Adam Keates (Oakamoor), WIlliam Roobottom (Dunstall) and Joe Samuels 

(Cannock & Rugeley). The Side will be captained by Austen Crump (Meir Heath) pictured

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Charlotte Edwards Gives Exclusive Interview To ôKnot Outô  

England Womenôs captain Charlotte Edwards was chief guest at Knypersley 

Cricket Clubsô presentation evening. Before the evening commenced Charlotte 

took time to speak to Andy Grice from óKnot Outô about her hopes, aspirations 

and time with England and her career. 

KO : What are the improvements you have seen in the game with regard to young girl 

players wanting to get into the game ? 

CE : This is a real area where improvements are huge. The ôChance to Shineô initiative t 

hat a lot of the England Women players work on, helps a lot but the county system is far 

more advanced now in womenôs and girls cricket.  

When I started I had to play county boys cricket right through to under 17 because there 

was no structured girls cricket where I could develop my game. 

KO : Is there anything more cricket can do to attract more girls to the game ? 

CE : Support has to be available for clubs and counties to develop the game. Role models 

like in Staffordshire with Danielle Wyatt are important to girls wanting to join the game 

initially as a fun environment. 

KO : Is there any sledging that goes on in Womenôs cricket ? 

CE : HAHA I get asked this question a lot. I prefer to call it intelligent banter. The sledg-

ing in the menôs games mainly comes through the longer forms of the game like test 

cricket. Women donôt play much test cricket so it is not so prevalent, that  said I like to 

think our intelligent banter is good when we need to use it ! 

KO : What has been your greatest achievement ? 

CE : Definitely the first world cup win in Australia. We had worked so hard to prepare for 

that tournament over a couple of years. We picked a squad of players and let them develop 

together, trained hard and the emotions at the end were incredible. The T20 win at Lords 

was very special and a great day but the first win was the one that gave us all the biggest high. 

KO : Staffordshireôs Danielle Wyatt made her debut in India. What did you think of her debut tour ? 

CE : Danielle (below Right with Alison Grimley of Staffordshire Cricket and Charlotte Edwards)) did really well. I think her 

fielding was excellent all tour although she needs to do a bit more work to catch up with our best fielders Jenny Gunn and 

Lydia Greenway.  

When Danielle made her debut in Mumbai, I was resting so didnôt play in the game. I saw Danielle padded up before she went 

into bat and she was very nervous, I tried to calm her down and talked to her before she batted.  For Danielle to hit the win-

ning runs on her debut though was fantastic and showed great maturity to see the team home. Danielle is now going to the 

world cup T20 in the West Indies in late April and that will be another huge learning curve for her. 

KO : How do you see the T20 World Cup in the West Indies ? 

CE : We have some crucial players in our squad to return for the West Indies. 

Claire Taylor returns having missed the winter tours through work commitments. Claire is obviously a class player that any 

team would miss. She has been working very hard in training and will be ok by the time we get to the Caribbean.  

Sarah Taylor is another player who has  missed most of the winter through injury. 

Sarah will be a big asset to the team when she comes back into the squad both as a 

wicketkeeper and opening bat.  

Holly Colvin will also return after academic commitments forced her to miss the India 

tour. Holly is a superb spin bowler and will give us more options as she is a left arm 

spinner. 

Overall I think we will do well, the pressure is on us a little as we are now the team to 

beat but we can live with that pressure and do well. I hope we win it but we will see. 

We are now blooding some of our young academy players like Heather Knight, Dan-

ielle Hazell and Danielle Wyatt and I hope the selectors give these players chance to 

grow with the squad as we look to evolve into a better team.
